Artem o CGonzal ez appeals fromhis guilty-plea conviction and
sentence for conspiring to possess 500 grans or nore, but |ess
than five kilograns, of a m xture or substance containing a
det ect abl e anobunt of cocaine, in violation of 21 U S.C. § 846.

Al t hough the district court sustai ned Gonzal ez’ s objections to
t he enhancenent of his sentence as a career offender pursuant to
US SG 84Bl1.1 and to the calculation of his crimnal history

score, Conzal ez argues that the district court erred when it

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refused to grant a downward departure or sentence Gonzal ez to the
| ow end of the Quidelines range.

Gonzal ez has failed to adequately brief the issue of whether
the district court erred when it declined to grant a downward

departure. See FED. R Arp. P. 28(a)(9); see Yohey v. Collins,

985 F.2d 222, 224-25 (5th Gr. 1993). He therefore has failed to
show that the district court erred with respect to this issue.
Furthernore, to the extent that Gonzalez is arguing that the
district court erred when it did not sentence himto the | ow end
of the Quidelines range, this argunent |acks nerit. Gonzal ez
does not argue that the district court failed to consider
appropriate sentencing factors, that the district court erred
when it calculated his Quidelines range, or that his sentence was
unreasonabl e. Gonzalez’'s sentence is therefore AFFI RVED. See

United States v. Mares, _ F.3d _, No. 03-21035, 2005 W 503715 at

*5 (5th Gr. March 4, 2005).
For the foregoing reasons, the judgnent of the district

court 1s AFFI RVED
