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Mal col m Scott CQuillory appeals the sentence inposed
followng his plea of guilty to one count of distribution of
cocai ne base in violation of 21 U S.C. § 841(a). The parties
contend that the record is not sufficient to establish whether
Quillory s prior conviction for sinple burglary under Louisiana
law was a crine of violence for purposes of the career offender
enhancenment under U.S.S.G 8§ 4Bl1.1. Thus, they request that the
matter be remanded for devel opnent of the record and resentencing

Wth respect to the application of the § 4B1.1 enhancenent.

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After reviewing the record, we agree with the parties that a

remand is appropriate. See United States v. Garcia, 470 F.3d

1143, 1146 (5th Gr. 2006). Accordingly, we VACATE Cuillory’s
sentence and we REMAND for devel opnent of the record and
resentencing. See id. The judgnent of the district court is in

all other respects AFFI RVED
