Jeffrey Bernard Theus was convicted of conspiracy to commt
interstate theft. He was sentenced to 44 nonths of inprisonnent
and a three-year termof supervised release. One of the
condi tions of Theus’'s supervised release requires himto
cooperate in the probation officer’s collection of a DNA sanpl e.
In his sole issue on appeal, Theus chall enges that condition
of his supervised release. This court has previously held that

such a challenge, nmade prior to the collection of any DNA sanpl e

v. Carm chael, 343 F.3d 756, 761-62 (5th Cr. 2003). Despite

Theus’ s argunent to the contrary, his case is not distinguishable

in any material respect fromCarm chael. See United States V.
