Sabah A Rahi m appeals the district court’s affirmance of
the Comm ssioner’s denial of his claimfor Supplenental Security
I ncone benefits. Rahimcontends that the Conm ssioner erred by
finding (1) that he was not disabled during the rel evant period
and (2) that such a finding is inproper wthout the
Commi ssioner’s discussing in the witten decision six evidentiary

factors set forth in Loza v. Apfel, 219 F.3d 378 (5th Cr. 2000).

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Based on our review of the record, we conclude that the
Commi ssioner’s deci sion regardi ng Rahim s conpl aints of pain and
the severity of his inpairnents is supported by substanti al
evidence. The record also shows that the Adm nistrative Law
Judge fully devel oped the record and considered all of the
medi cal evidence under the appropriate standard before rendering

hi s deci sion, which the Comm ssioner adopted. See Stone v.
