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PER CURIAM:"

Gustavo Segundo Quintero-Estrepa (“ Quintero”) hasfiled apetition for review of the Board
of Immigration Appeals (BIA) affirmance of the Immigration Judge's (1J) denia of his application
for withholding of removal. He argues that substantial evidence does not support the IJs

determination that Quintero was not credible and that hewasnot digible for withholding of removal.

We may review the |J sdecision, given that the BIA adopted the |7 sfindings. See Chunv.

Both the 1J s credibility finding and the determination that
Quintero was not digiblefor withholding of removal are supported by substantial evidence; certainly

the evidence does not compel acontrary conclusion. See INSv. Elias-Zacarias, 502 U.S. 478, 482

(1992); Mikkael v. INS, 115 F.3d 299, 302 (5th Cir. 1997); seeaso Lopez De Jesusv. INS, 312 F.3d
155, 161 (5th Cir. 2002); Chun, 40 F.3d at 78.
