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Macsim ano R os (“Rios”) appeals his guilty-plea conviction
and sentence for aiding and abetting in the possession with
intent to distribute nine kilograns of cocaine. He argues that
21 U S. C 8§ 841(a) and (b) are unconstitutional in Iight of

Apprendi v. New Jersey, 530 U S. 466 (2000). Rios raises an

i ssue that he concedes is foreclosed but seeks to preserve for

further review
