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Juan Al berto Suazo-Umanzor, a citizen of El Sal vador,
petitions this court to review the decision of the Board of
| mm gration Appeals (“BlIA”) denying his application for asylum
wi t hhol di ng of renoval, and protection under the Convention
Agai nst Torture (“CAT”). Suazo-Umanzor asserts that his “life
was t hreatened and because the governnent of El Sal vador appears
to be unable or unwilling to control the gangs in said country”

he is entitled to a grant of asylum

" Pursuant to 5THOR R 47.5, the court has determ ned that
this opi nion should not be published and is not precedent except
under the limted circunstances set forth in 5THCQR R 47.5. 4.
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Suazo- Umanzor, who is represented by counsel, does not
chall enge the immgration judge's (“1J's”) finding that his claim
does not fall within one of the five grounds enunerated in the
| mm gration and Nationality Act to establish eligibility for
asylum Further, he does not challenge the I1J's finding that he
failed to establish that he could not relocate to another part of
El Sal vador to avoid the problens with the gang. Finally, Suazo-
Umanzor does not argue that there was error in the denial of his
application for wthhol ding of renoval or protection under the
CAT. As such, Suazo-Umanzor has abandoned all of his clains on

appeal. See Calderon-Ontiveros v. I.N S., 809 F.2d 1050, 1052

(5th Gr. 1986). Accordingly, Suazo-Umanzor petition for review
of the BIA's decision is D SMSSED AS FRIVOLOUS. See 5TH QR

R 42.2.
