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Plaintiff-Appellant Genni e Ernst appeal s the summary j udgnent
dismssal of her nulti-faceted enploynent discrimnation case
agai nst her fornmer enployer, Defendant-Appellee Sunbelt Rentals,
Inc. (“Sunbelt”). All clains asserted by Ernst arise from
Sunbelt’s term nati on of her enpl oynent, which Sunbelt insists was

the result of a reduction in force. Ernst counters that Sunbelt’s

proffered reasons are nerely pretext for discrimnation based on
age, actual or perceived disability, and sex.

The district court considered substantial sunmary judgnent
evi dence submtted by both parties and filed an order in Cctober,
2003 that patiently, exhaustively, and conprehensively | ays out the
facts in the light nost favorable to Ernst as non-novant, the | aw
applicable to the various grounds of discrimnation asserted by
Ernst, the application of that lawto the facts nost favorable to
Ernst, and the conclusions reached, all of which are ultimtely
unfavorable to Ernst. As a result, the district court granted
Sunbelt’s notion for summary judgnent and dism ssed all clainms by
Er nst .

We, in turn, have carefully reviewed de novo the facts and | aw

inplicated by this case, including a detail ed study of the district
court’s opinion and equally close consideration of the appellate
briefs of the parties and the record on appeal. In the end, we are
convinced that Sunbelt is entitled to summary judgnent di sm ssing
all clains of proffered by Ernst. The judgnent of the district
court is, therefore, affirned in all respects.
