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Lorena Paredes appeals her sentence foll ow ng her
guilty-plea conviction of conspiracy to transport undocunented
aliens within the United States. Paredes argues that her
sentence under a mandatory Sentencing Cuidelines schene was error

under United States v. Booker, 125 S. C. 738 (2005). She

further argues that she objected to the enhancenent of her
sent ence based on the nunber of aliens and her role in the

of fense and did not admt to the facts used in applying those

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enhancenents. She asserts that the Booker error was not harnl ess
beyond a reasonabl e doubt.

We review for plain error. United States v. Mares, 402 F. 3d

511, 520 (5th Cr. 2005), petition for cert. filed (Mar. 31

2005) (No. 04-9517). Here, the district court erred by inposing
a sentence enhanced by facts found by a judge pursuant to a

mandat ory application of the Sentencing Cuidelines. See Booker,

125 S. . at 768; see also Mares, 402 F.3d at 520-21 & n. 9.

However, Paredes cannot establish that this error affected her
substantial rights. The record does not establish that the
sentencing court woul d have inposed a different sentence had it
been proceedi ng under an advi sory guideline schene. |In the
absence of a show ng that her sentence likely would have been
different, Paredes cannot establish plain error, and her Booker

argunent fails. See United States v. Val enzuel a- Quevedo,

407 F.3d 728, 733 (5th CGr. 2005), petition for cert. filed (July

25, 2005) (No. 05-5556). The judgnent of the district court is
