official’s charge and, finding it to be well-founded, seized nore
than 175 head of cattle and two donkeys owned by the Westfall
Famly Limted Partnership. Appellants brought suit against the
counties and individual officials claimng violations of their
Fourth, Fifth, and Fourteenth Amendnent rights under the United
States Constitution and violations of applicable state law. The
district court barred suit agai nst appell ee-Jones based on
qualified imunity and granted summary judgnent in favor of
appel | ee- Navarro County based on a | ack of policy or customin
the county of seizing property pursuant to a warrant | acking
probabl e cause. This appeal foll owed.

Havi ng reviewed the record, the briefs, and the
recommendation of the nmagistrate as adopted by the district court
inits order, we agree that summary judgnent in favor of

appel | ees was appropriate. Accordingly, we AFFIRM
