retaliating against himbecause he engaged in protected activity.
The factual clainms which he asserts support his causes of action
dates back in tinme over five or six years. After anple tinme for
di scovery, Solvay filed a notion for summary judgnent which the
district court granted. Scott tinely appealed to this Court.

We have carefully reviewed the briefs, the appendi x to brief,
the record excerpts, and relevant portions of the record itself.
For the reasons stated by the district court inits Oder entered
under date of February 8, 2000, we affirm the Final Judgnent
entered contenporaneously therewith which granted defendant’s
Motion for Summary Judgnent and di sm ssed plaintiff’s action.
