Herbert C. Gorman, a Louisiana prisoner (# 128482), appeals
fromthe judgnents entered in favor of the defendants followi ng a
jury trial of his 42 U.S.C. § 1983 action, in which he alleged

that he had been severely beaten after refusing to be shaved with

unsterilized equi pnent.

Pursuant to 5THCGR R 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in 5TH QR
R 47.5.

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Gorman’ s argunents, which concern the weight of the evidence
and the magistrate judge’'s handling of the trial, depend upon
review of a trial transcript. There is no indication in the
record that Gorman has sought a copy of the transcript of the
trial fromeither the district court or this court. H's failure
to provide a transcript prevents this court fromreviewing his

argunents. See Richardson v. Henry, 902 F.2d 414, 415-16 (5th

Cir. 1990). Accordingly, the appeal is DISM SSED. See id.; 5TH
QR R 42.3.2.

Gorman has not briefed any argunents with respect to the
district court’s earlier granting of a sunmary-judgnment notion
and notion to dismss. Any such clains are thus abandoned.
