In this suit alleging sex discrimnation, pursuant to Title
VII of the Cvil R ghts Act of 1964, as anended, Plaintiff-
Appel | ant Bet hany Young appeals the district court’s grant of
Def endant - Appel l ee’s notion for sunmary judgnent. Young was
enpl oyed by the City of Sul phur on a 90-day probationary basis, and

her enpl oynent was term nated before that tenporary period expired.

She alleges that her termnation was the result of sex
discrimnation on the part of the police departnent. The City of
Sul phur argues in response that her termnation was the result of
her inability to performthe requirenents of her role as a police
officer. Having carefully and fully considered the record and the
briefs of counsel as well as the opinion of the district court, we
are satisfied that summary judgnent was properly granted, and we
affirmthe judgnent of the district court for essentially the sane
reasons set forth in its conprehensive opinion.
