Paula J. Giswold (“Giswld”) filed suit under the Americans
with Disabilities Act, 42 U S. C. § 1210, et seq., in the United
States District Court for the Mddle District of Louisiana agai nst
her enployer, Louisiana Wrker’s Conpensation Corporation, and

various i ndivi dual defendants who were supervisors. The defendants

answered and noved for summary judgnent. The parties consented in
witing tothe referral of this controversy to the nagi strate judge
for final disposition. In a 19-page ruling filed under date of
March 6, 2000, the magi strate judge gave t horough and conprehensi ve
consideration to all of the individual aspects upon which Giswold
cl ai ns she was di sabl ed; and ultimately concluded that Giswold had
failed to establish that she suffered froma “disability” within
the nmeaning of the Act. Accordingly, the magistrate judge entered
a Final Judgnment granting defendants’ notion for summary judgnent;
and Giswld tinely appeal ed.

We have carefully reviewed the briefs, the record excerpts,
and rel evant portions of the recorditself. For the reasons stated
by the magistrate judge in the ruling referred to above, we are
satisfied that plaintiff’s claimof disability has been given the
i ndi vi dual i zed consi deration contenpl ated by the Suprenme Court in
Sutton v. United Airlines, Inc., 119 S. . 2139. Accordingly, we
affirmthe Final Judgnent entered herein.
