the briefs on file, the oral argunents presented upon subm ssi on,
and the record before us, we are convinced that, whether we exam ne
the Board's order of dism ssal or the immgration judge's decision
denying his notion to reopen, no error or abuse of discretion with
respect to the denial of Ahned's request to reopen has been shown.

In denying the petition for review, we note that (1)
petitioner clearly failed to file a tinely notion to reopen; and
(2) failed to establish that equitable tolling, even were it
applicable to the limtations period, is appropriate in this case.
Finally, we find no nerit to the suggestion that the Board erred in
not exercising its discretionary authority to sua sponte order the
proceedi ng reopened. Accordingly, the petition for review is

DENI ED.
