(FTCA) action for failure to conply with the jurisdictiona
notice requirenents of 28 U S.C. § 2675. Betsill argues that the

di sm ssal was error because her adm nistrative claimconplied

wth this court’s precedents since it provided sufficient notice

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to allow the Governnent to investigate the claimand it specified

an amount for the claim W review de novo. See Shanbaum v

United States, 32 F.3d 180, 182 (5th G r. 1994).

The information contained on the Standard Form 95 submtted
to the Governnent coupled with the additional evidence of
aut hori zation to represent Abney and his estate, which she
submtted at the Governnent’s request, satisfied the notice

requi renents of 28 U S.C. 8§ 2675(a). See Adans v. United States,

615 F. 2d 284, 289 (5th Gr. 1980). Therefore, the district
court’s dism ssal of the claimbrought on Abney’s behal f by
Betsill was error and that portion of the district court’s
decision is vacated and remanded for further proceedi ngs.

Betsill does not argue that she was entitled to bring the
FTCA claimin her individual capacity. However, to the extent
that she attenpts to raise such a claimit is barred by 28 U S. C
8§ 2675(a). Therefore, the district court’s dismssal of the
conplaint by Betsill in her “individual” capacity is affirned.
