Anbrosi o Ri os-Fl ores appeals the sentence inposed foll ow ng
his guilty plea conviction of being found in the United States
after deportation in violation of 8 U S.C. § 1326. He contends
that the sentence is invalid because it exceeds the two-year
maxi mum term of inprisonnment prescribed in 8 U S. C 8§ 1326(a).

Ri os- Fl ores conpl ains that his sentence was inproperly enhanced
pursuant to 8 U.S.C. 8§ 1326(b)(2) based on his prior deportation

foll ow ng an aggravated fel ony conviction. He argues that the

sentenci ng provision violates the Due Process C ause.

Pursuant to 5THCGR R 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in 5TH QR
R 47.5. 4.
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Alternatively, R os-Flores contends that 8 U .S.C. §8 1326(a) and

8 U S.C. 8 1326(b)(2) define separate offenses. He argues that

t he aggravated felony conviction that resulted in his increased

sentence was an el enent of the offense under 8 U S.C

8§ 1326(b)(2) that should have been alleged in his indictnent.
In Al nendarez-Torres v. United States, 523 U. S. 224, 235

(1998), the Suprene Court held that the enhanced penalties in

8 U S.C. 8 1326(b) are sentencing provisions, not elenments of
separate offenses. The Court further held that the sentencing
provi sions do not violate the Due Process Clause. 1d. at 239-47.
Ri os- Fl ores acknow edges that his argunents are forecl osed by

Al nendarez-Torres, but asserts that the deci sion has been cast

into doubt by Apprendi v. New Jersey, 530 U S. 466, 490 (2000).

He seeks to preserve his argunents for further review

Apprendi did not overrule A nendarez-Torres. See Apprendi,

530 U.S. at 489-90; United States v. Dabeit, 231 F.3d 979, 984

(5th Gr. 2000), cert. denied, 531 U S. 1202 (2001). This court

must follow Al nendarez-Torres “unless and until the Suprene Court

itself determnes to overrule it.” Dabeit, 231 F.3d at 984
(internal quotation marks and citation omtted). The judgnent of
the district court is AFFI RVED

The Governnent has noved for a summary affirmance in |ieu of
filing an appellee’s brief. In its notion, the Governnent asks
that the judgnment of the district court be affirnmed and that an
appellee’s brief not be required. The notion is GRANTED
