Refugi o Raul Oropez- Gonzal ez (Oropez) appeals the sentence
for his conviction of having been present illegally in the
United States after being convicted of an aggravated fel ony and
deported. W DISM SS t he appeal

Oropez’s sole appellate contention is that the district
court erred by inposing a 16-1evel enhancenent under U S. S G
8§ 2L1.2(b)(1)(A), because the Texas fel ony of possessing

a controll ed substance is not a “crine of violence” under

18 U.S.C. 8 16 and therefore not a 16-1evel *“aggravated
felony.” Oopez did not receive a 16-1evel enhancenent,
however; he received an eight-level increase under U S S G
§ 2L1.2(b) (1) (C) (2001).

This court recently held that the Texas jail felony of
sinpl e possession of marijuana is a “drug-trafficking crinme” and
therefore an “aggravated felony” under 8 2L1.2(b)(1)(C (2001).
Therefore such a prior conviction (in Oropez’s case, involving
cocai ne possession) requires enhancenent by eight levels for a
subsequent conviction of illegal entry into the United States.

United States v. Caicedo-Cuero, 312 F. 3d 697, 706-11 (5th G

2002), petition for cert. filed, (U.S. Mr. 19, 2003)(No. 02-

9747). Accordingly, Oropez’'s reliance on the fact that sinple
possession of cocaine is not a “crinme of violence” is msplaced
and we DISM SS his appeal as frivolous. See 5THCQR R 42.2.
