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For this diversity action, GCeorgia Vilandos appeals the
summary judgnment awarded Samis Cub on her clains of false
i nprisonnment and intentional infliction of enotional distress.

A summary judgnent, reviewed de novo, is appropriate if there
is no genuine issue of material fact and the novant is entitled to
a judgnent as a matter of law. E. g., Thomas Barton Lodge I, Ltd.,
174 F.3d 636, 644 (5th Cir. 1999); Fep. R QvV. P. 56(c). The

favorable to the non-novant. E.g., Mrris v. Covan Wrl dw de
Movi ng, Inc., 144 F.3d 377, 380 (5th Gir. 1998).

by the district court.
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
