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Jose Louis Vel asquez entered a guilty plea to a charge of
possession of a firearmby a felon and was sentenced to fifty-six
nmont hs’ i nprisonnent and three years’ supervised rel ease.

Vel asquez argues that 18 U. S.C. 8§ 922(g)(1) is an
unconstitutional exercise of Congress’s power under the Conmerce

Cl ause because the regulated activity does not substantially

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affect interstate commerce. Alternatively, he argues that the
indictnment and the factual basis for his plea were defective.

Vel asquez raises his argunents solely to preserve themfor
possi bl e Suprenme Court review. As he acknow edges, his argunents
are foreclosed by existing Fifth Grcuit precedent. United

States v. Daugherty, 264 F.3d 513, 518 (5th GCr. 2001), cert.

denied, 534 U. S. 1150 (2002); United States v. Gresham 118 F. 3d

258, 264-65 (5th Cr. 1997); United States v. Fitzhugh, 984 F.2d

143, 145-46 (5th G r. 1993). Accordingly, the judgnent of the
district court is AFFI RVED.
