Ral ph Osayande Edo- Ckuonghae appeal s his conviction and
sentence for bank fraud and illegal reentry. He argues that his

guilty plea was rendered involuntary by an erroneous 16-1evel,
US S G 8 2B1.1 enhancenent, which he all eges was unforeseeabl e
at the tine he entered the plea agreenent. As part of his plea
agreenent, however, Ckuonghae waived the right to appeal his

sentence or the manner in which it was determ ned, except on

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grounds of an upward departure fromthe Sentencing CGuidelines not
requested by the United States. A defendant may waive his
statutory right to appeal as part of a valid plea agreenent if

the waiver is know ng and voluntary. United States v. Ml ancon,

972 F.2d 566, 567 (5th Cr. 1992).

Ckuonghae was infornmed that he could be sentenced to a
maxi mum term of 30 years on the bank fraud charge, and his
87-nmonth sentence did not exceed the stated maximum His plea
was therefore informed and voluntary, and the appeal waiver is
enforceabl e; therefore, the issue whether he erroneously received

a 16-1 evel enhancement is unrevi ewabl e. See United States V.

Dees, 125 F.3d 261, 269 (5th Cir. 1997). Sinmilarly, his

contention that the district court plainly erred when it did not
state in open court its reasons for inposition of his sentence is
barred fromreview by the valid appeal waiver.
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
