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Bobby Joe Ral ston, federal prisoner # 82483-080, appeals
the district court’s denial of his 28 U S.C. § 2241 petition
chal l enging the Bureau of Prison’s (“BOP’) calculation of his
60- mont h sentence for being a felon in possession of a firearm
Ral ston argues that his federal sentence should run concurrently
to a state-inposed sentence and that he should be given federal

credit for the tine he spent in state custody.

Pursuant to 5THCGR R 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in 5TH QR
R 47.5. 4.
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The judgnent in Ralston’s case was silent on whether to
run his federal sentence concurrently or consecutively to his
anticipated state sentence. Accordingly, the district court
did not err in concluding that the sentences should run

consecutively. See 18 U S.C. 8§ 3584(a); United States v. Brown,

920 F.2d 1212, 1216-17 (5th Cr. 1991). Furthernore, the court
did not err in concluding that Ral ston was not entitled to
federal credit for the tinme he spent in state custody. See

18 U.S.C. 8§ 3585(b). Accordingly, the judgnent is AFFI RVED.
