li kewi se frivolous, and we dismss it as such. Howard v. King,

707 F.2d 215, 219-20 (5th Cr. 1983); 5THCQR R 42.2.
The district court’s dismssal of the conplaint as frivol ous
and our dism ssal of this appeal count as “strikes” for purposes

of 28 U.S.C. 8§ 1915(g). Adepegba v. Hamons, 103 F. 3d 383,

387-88 (5th Gr. 1996). W caution Stephens that he now has two
strikes under 8§ 1915(g) and that, if he accunul ates one nore
strike, he may not proceed in forma pauperis in any civil action
or appeal filed while he is incarcerated or detained in any
facility unless he is under inm nent danger of serious physical
injury. See 28 U S.C. 8§ 1915(9g).
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
