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Petitioner-Appellant Steven Gall agher (“Gallagher”) appeals
the district court’s dismssal for lack of jurisdiction of his 28
US C § 2254 petition in which he challenged the Louisiana
Departnent of Public Safety and Corrections’s (“LDPSC’) refusal to
allow himto earn good-tine credits. (Gallagher originally filed
hi s habeas petition in the Eastern District of Louisiana, which
transferred it to the Mddle District of Louisiana based on the
LDPSC s geographical locationinthe transferee district. In turn,

the transferee district dismssed Gall agher’s petition for |ack of

jurisdiction because he had neither been convicted and sentenced
nor incarcerated there. @llagher argues on appeal that the Mddle
District of Louisiana was correct inits jurisdictional ruling and
that his 28 U S.C. § 2254 petition should be heard in the Eastern
District of Louisiana where he had filed it inthe first place. W
agr ee.

A prisoner may bring a 28 U.S.C. 8§ 2254 petition in either the
district where he is confined or the district where the state court
that convicted and sentenced him is | ocated. See 28 U.S.C. 8§

2241(d); Carnona v. Andrews, 357 F.3d 535, 537-38 (5th Cr. 2004).

The LDPSC is not a state court, either admnistratively or for the
purposes of 28 U . S.C. 8§ 2241(d). See LA Rev. STAT. ANN. § 36:401;
Carnona, 357 F.3d at 538. As @Gl |l agher was convi cted and sent enced
in a state court located in the Eastern District of Louisiana and
is incarcerated in a state facility likewise |ocated in that
district, the Eastern District of Louisianais the only court with
jurisdiction to hear his 28 U S.C 8§ 2254 petition. See id. at
537-39. Accordingly, the judgnent of dismssal is affirned and the
case is remanded to the Mddle District of Louisiana wth
instructions to transfer it back to the Eastern District of
Loui si ana.
