that required himto obtain judicial perm ssion before filing
any action. Because Aranda’s petition was filed pursuant to 28
US C 8 2241 and did not challenge a process arising out of a
state court, he is not required to obtain a COA to proceed on

appeal. See Qo v. I.N S., 106 F. 3d 680, 681 (5th Gr. 1997).

Aranda’s assertion that the district court required himto
informthe court about paynent on any nonetary sanctions inposed
incivil litigation is not supported by the record. The district
court properly found that Aranda had not conplied with the

precl usion order issued in Aranda v. Sinpson, 4:00cv3253

(S.D. Tex. Cct. 13, 2000), and Aranda has not shown that such a
precl usion order, as applied to a habeas proceedi ng, has bl ocked

his access to the courts. See Lewis v. Casey, 518 U. S. 343,

355-56 (1996).
