in favor of the defendant. At the time the district court ruled on
the notion for summary judgnent, the plaintiff had not submtted
summary judgnent evidence establishing the requisite standard of
care in this action alleging failure to properly treat and care for
the plaintiff. After the court ruled on the notion, the plaintiff
t hen noved for reconsideration and for the first tinme attached an
affidavit purporting to establish the requisite standard of care.
At the tinme the affidavit was filed, the tine allotted for
di scovery had passed and the trial was inmmnent. Under these
ci rcunst ances we conclude that the district court did not abuse its
discretioninrefusing to accept the plaintiff’s newevidence filed
in support of the notion for reconsideration.
