Emmanuel Hobson appeals fromhis jury-trial conviction for
being a felon in possession of a firearm in violation of 18
US C 8 922(g)(1). Hobson argues that the district court
reversibly erred in refusing to grant his notion for a mstrial.
When questioned on direct exam nation, the arresting officer
menti oned that Hobson had previously been in jail for house
burglary. Hobson argues that this testinony violated his rights

under O d Chief v. United States, 519 U S. 172 (1997),

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necessitating a mstrial. The denial of a notion for mstrial is

revi ewed for abuse of discretion. See United States v. Coveney,

995 F.2d 578, 584 (5th Cr. 1993).
Juries are presuned to follow the trial court’s

i nstructi ons. See Zafiro v. United States, 506 U S. 534, 540-41

(1993). The nention of the nature of Hobson’s prior conviction
was rendered harm ess by the district court’s curative

i nstructi ons. See United States v. Minoz, 150 F.3d 401, 412 n. 11

(5th Gr. 1998). The judgnent of the district court is AFFIRVED
