Evan Doss, Jr., appeals the dismssal of his civil rights
conpl ai nt against Eileen Shaffer Bailey, bankruptcy trustee for
the estate of the Evan Doss, Jr., Corporation; Ronald MAI pin,
Assistant United States Trustee; and the Ofice of the United
States Trustee. Doss’s conplaint alleged that Bailey and MAI pin
engaged in “fraud, m srepresentation, and collusion” in their
assi gnnent of assets belonging to the bankruptcy estate of the

Evan Doss, Jr., Corporation; that they wongfully assigned

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certain corporate bankruptcy assets; and that their m shandling
of the corporate bankruptcy estate caused Doss to be convicted of
bankruptcy fraud.

Al t hough the district court dism ssed Doss’s conplaint for
| ack of standing and on grounds of res judicata, we note that
Doss’s conplaint inplicates the validity of his crimna
conviction and that it is, therefore, barred under Heck v.

Hunphrey.”™ See Randell v. Johnson, 227 F.3d 300, 301 (5th Cr.

2000). W& AFFIRM the dism ssal of Doss’s conplaint as prenmature

under Heck. See Bickford v. Int’'l Speedway Corp., 654 F.2d 1028,

1031 (5th Gir. 1981).

As this conplaint is Doss’s third attenpt to litigate the
legality of the bankruptcy proceedi ngs of the Evan Doss, Jr.,
Corporation, we WARN Doss that future neritless filings
concerning this issue will result in the inposition of sanctions.
