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PER CURIAM:"

Sung Cho “ Steve” Hester (“Hester”) and Hyun Uu Kim (“Kim”) appeal their convictions for

conspiracy to possess and possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine. Kim aso appeals

his conviction for using and carrying a firearm during and in relation to a drug trafficking crime.

Having carefully considered each of Hester’'s and Kim’s points of error in light of the record, the

written and oral arguments of the parties, and the applicable law, and having found no reversible

Pursuant to 5TH CIR.

error, we affirm the defendants’ convictions. We decline to entertain Hester’ sineffective assistance
of counsal claim, which he raises for the first timein this appeal, but we do so without prejudice to
such rights as Hester may have to raise this issue collateraly in a motion under 28 U.S.C. § 2255.
