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Gavrel Estrada appeal s his guilty-plea conviction and 30-nonth
sentence for possession of a firearmby a felon. Estrada contends
that the district court erred in denying his notion to suppress.
As there is a manifestation of a reservation of appellate rights in
the record, Estrada has not waived his right to appeal the district

court’s judgnent denying the notion to suppress. United States v.

Bell, 966 F.2d 914, 916-17 (5th GCr. 1992).
Wthin the context of a consensual encounter with police, an

officer may approach an individual, identify hinself, briefly

guestion the person bei ng stopped, and ask for identification. See

INS v. Delgado, 466 U. S. 210, 216 (1984). Estrada concedes his

suppression argunent is forecl osed by this Suprene Court precedent.
