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Rosal i e Nt unba- Kadi onbo, a native and citizen of the
Denocratic Republic of the Congo, petitions this court to review
the decision of the Board of Immgration Appeals (Bl A) denying
her application for asylum The inmgration judge (IJ) denied
relief based upon a finding that her testinony was not credible,
and the BIA affirnmed the 1J’'s decision. Ntunba-Kadi onbo argues
that she is a refugee for purposes of obtaining asylum and that

her testinony was credible.
