lished); Tobias v. Brown, No. 95-40379 (5th Cr. Aug. 24, 1995)

2006) (unpublished). Accordingly, we order Tobias to pay $500 in
sanctions to the Cerk of this court.

Tobias is BARRED fromfiling in this court, or in any court
subject to this court’s jurisdiction, any appeal, notion, and/or
pl eading in connection with this case until the total anount of the
sanction inposed is paid in full. Tobias is further BARRED from

filing any pro se, in forma pauperis, civil appeal in this court,

or any pro se, in forma pauperis, initial civil pleading in any

court subject to this court’s jurisdiction until the total anount
of the sanction is paid in full.

Any subm ssions that do not show proof that the sanction has
been paid will be neither addressed nor acknow edged. On proof
t hat the sanction has been paid, Tobias is required to seek advance
witten perm ssion of a judge of the forumcourt before filing any

pro se, in forma pauperis, civil appeal, or any pro se, in forma

pauperis, initial civil pleading.
The Cerk of this court and the Cerks of all federal district
courts in this circuit are directed to return to Tobias, unfil ed,

any attenpted subm ssion inconsistent with this bar. Tobias is



cautioned that any future frivolous or repetitive filings in this
court or any court subject to this court’s jurisdiction will sub-
ject himto additional sanctions.
