Saunders contends that there was no factual basis for his plea
because the facts set out in the witten factual basis, which was
recited at his rearraignnent, indicated that he used a firearm at
t he bank president’s hone before he robbed the bank, and not
during the actual robbery.

Saunders’s plea did not affect his substantial rights. The
