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PER CURIAM:’

Roman Felan, 111 challengesthe sufficiency of the evidenceto support his conviction
by ajury for being afelon in possession of afirearminviolation of 18 U.S.C. § 922(g). He
contends that the evidence presented was insufficient to prove that he possessed the pistol
which the officers found in his pickup truck.

Felan is aconvicted felon, having been convicted in Texas state court of four felony

drug offenses. He got into averbal dispute, and then a physical atercation, with aman he

believed was* messing around with” hisestranged wife. During thefight hecalled out to his
male companion, who had been riding with him in his pickup truck, to get hisgun. The
friend earlier had opened the truck’ s console and found a pistol which he handled and then
returned to the console. Told that the police were coming, Felancalled out to hisfriend to
put the gun away and the two quickly got into the pickup and sped away.

The police followed and stopped Felan and found a pistol under the passenger seat
with rounds of live anmmunition loose on the floorboard. The evidence adduced at tria
overwhelmingly established that Felan had exclusive possession of the pickup truck and that

the pistol was his. His challenge to the sufficiency of the evidence istotally without merit.

AFFIRMED.
