Barrera argues that the BIA failed to exercise i ndependent
judgnent in reviewng the immgration judge's (1J’'s) decision and
abused its discretion by denying Barrera hima wai ver of
deportation pursuant to 8 U.S.C. § 1182(c), 8§ 212(c) of the

Imm gration and Nationality Act (INA). The BIA exercised its

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i ndependent judgnent in review ng the denial of waiver and did
not abuse its discretion in denying relief fromdeportation. See

Chassan v. INS, 972 F.2d 631, 635-36 (5th Gr. 1992); D az-

Resendez v. INS, 960 F.2d 493, 495 (5th GCr. 1992).

Barrera al so argues that one of the judges sitting on the
Bl A did not exercise inpartial judgnent because he was a junior
judge to the inmmgration judge whose order the BI A was revi ew ng.
Barrera presents nothing other than his dissatisfaction wth the
Bl A’ s decision as evidence of the judge’s bias. To the extent
that Barrera is raising new argunents in his reply brief
concerni ng due process and C.F.R violations regarding this
judicial-bias argunent, Barrera is prohibited fromraising such

i ssues. See Yohey v. Collins, 985 F.2d 222, 225 (5th Cr. 1993).

The petition for review is DEN ED.
