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28 U.S. C. 8§ 2244(b)(3) as anmended by the Antiterrorism and
Effective Death Penalty Act (“AEDPA’). Because Rollins filed his
petition prior to the AEDPA's April 24, 1996, enactnent date,
however, the certification provision in the anended 8 2244(b) (3)

did not apply to his petition. See Wllians v. Cain, 117 F. 3d

363, 363-65 (5th Gr. 1997). Accordingly, the district court’s
order is VACATED and this case is REMANDED for further
pr oceedi ngs.
