I T IS ORDERED that WIllians authorize the appropriate prison
authorities having custody of Wllians to forward the initial
partial filing fee to the Cerk of the District Court for the
Eastern District of Texas. Thereafter, the agency shall forward,
in accordance with 8 1915(b)(2), to the Cerk of the D strict
Court for the Eastern District of Texas nonthly paynents of 20
percent of the preceding nonth’s incone each tinme the anount in
Wl liams’s account exceeds $10, until the appellate filing fee of
$105 i s paid.

Regarding Wllianms’s challenge to the district court’s
dism ssal of his 42 U S.C. § 1983 suit as frivol ous, we have
reviewed Wllians's brief and the record and concl ude that no

abuse of discretion occurred. See Eason v. Thaler, 14 F.3d 8, 9

(5th Gr. 1994).
WIllians's appeal is without arguable nerit and is DI SM SSED

as frivolous. See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d 215, 219-20 (5th Cr

1983). We caution WIllians that future frivolous civil appeals
filed by himor on his behalf will invite the inposition of
sanctions. WIllianms is cautioned further to review any pendi ng
appeal s to ensure that they do not raise argunents that are
frivol ous.
