Concerning Neals’ contentions that prison officials failed
to protect himfromhis cellmates and that the officials were
deliberately indifferent to his serious nedical needs, we have
reviewed Neals’ brief and the record, and we find that the
district court did not abuse its discretion by dismssing Neals’
civil rights conplaint as frivol ous pursuant to 28 U S. C
8§ 1915(e)(2)(B)(i). Neals’ appeal is without arguable nmerit and
is DISM SSED as frivolous. See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d 215,

219-20 (5th Gr. 1983). Neals is cautioned that future frivol ous
civil suits and appeals filed by himor on his behalf wll invite
the inposition of sanctions. Neals is further cautioned to
review any pending suits and appeals to ensure that they do not
rai se argunents that are frivol ous.
