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Before JONES, DeMOSS and PARKER, Circuit Judges.

PER CURIAM:*

Texberry Container Corp. appeals the Immigration and

Naturalization Service’s (INS) final order to pay a fine for

violations of 8 U.S.C. § 1324a(a)(1)(B).  Texberry filed a

petition for review and argues that it filed a timely request for

a hearing to contest the INS’ notice of intent to fine,

precluding the INS from issuing a final order.  
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The INS’ final order to pay a fine was proper because

Texberry failed to timely file its request for a hearing and

failed to follow the instructions for filing the request.  See 8

C.F.R. §§ 103.2(a)(1), 274a.9(e)8.  Therefore, this court does

not have jurisdiction to review the underlying order to pay a

fine.  8 U.S.C. § 1324a(e)(3)(B); 8 C.F.R. § 274a.9(f).

Accordingly, Texberry’s petition for review must be

dismissed.
