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Ford is not required to pay an initial partial filing fee.
28 U.S.C. 8 1915(b)(4). Ford shall nmake nonthly paynents of
twenty percent of the preceding nonth’s incone credited to his
prison trust fund account. The agency having custody of Ford
shal |l forward paynents fromhis account to the clerk of the
district court each tinme the amount in his account exceeds $10
until the filing fee is paid. 28 U S C 8§ 1915(b)(2).

There is no arguable nerit to Ford’'s contentions that he is
entitled to relief on grounds that (1) the district court abused
its discretion in finding that his deliberate-indifference clains
were frivolous and that (2) the magi strate judge erred in not
permtting Ford to conduct discovery. Because Ford’'s appeal is

frivolous, it is D SM SSED. See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d 215,

219-20 (5th Gr. 1983); 5th Gr. R 42. 2.
