DeVayne Grayer appeal s his sentence for possession with intent
to distribute and distribution of cocaine base pursuant to 21
US C 8§ 841(a)(1l). He argues that the district court attributed
an incorrect quantity of drugs to himby erroneously adopting the
facts as stated in the Presentence Investigation Report (PSR) and
failing to resolve factual issues. He further argues that the
district court erroneously increased his offense level for the

possession of a firearm

The district court did not err as to the quantity of drugs

attributable to Gayer. See United States v. Puig-Infante, 19 F. 3d

(5th Gir. 1993).
