on appeal, followng the district court’s dismssal of his civil
rights suit as frivolous and malicious, and its certification that
an appeal would be frivol ous. By nmoving for IFP, Redic is
chal l enging the district court’s certification that |IFP should not
be granted on appeal because his appeal is not taken in good faith.

also filed in this court a notion for appointnent of counsel on
appeal .

Redi ¢ argues that the Houston Police Departnent discrimnated
agai nst himby arresting himon the basis of fal se accusations by
prostitutes who were not arrested for prostitution. The facts
alleged by Redic were sufficient to establish that there was
probabl e cause for Redic’'s arrest and that his claimwas therefore

meritl ess. See Spiller v. City of Texas Cty, Police Dep’'t, 130

F.3d 162, 165 (5th CGr. 1997).

Redic has failed to denonstrate that he is raising a
nonfrivol ous issue on appeal. We therefore uphold the district
court’s order certifying that the appeal is not taken in good
faith. Redic’'s request for |FP status is DENI ED, and his appeal is
DI SM SSED as frivol ous. See Baugh, 117 F.3d at 202 n.24; 5TH QR
R 42. 2.
