(Because the district court held that it |acked
subject matter jurisdiction over the RLAclains, it also dism ssed
the state law clains. The latter are not in issue.)

W review a sunmary judgnent de novo, applying the sane
standard as the district court. E.g., OHM Renedi ati on Services V.
Evans Cooperage Co., Inc., 116 F.3d 1574, 1579 (5th G r. 1997).
Such judgnent is appropriate where “there is no genuine i ssue as to

any material fact and ... the noving party is entitled to a

judgnent as a matter of law" FED. R Cv. P. 56(c).

Estell e and Reese claimthat Continental violated 45 U. S.C. §
152 by renmoving themfromservice as flight attendants for 11 days
W th pay, because they actively opposed a new col | ecti ve bargai ni ng
agreenent; Mhealsick clains that, for the sanme reason, other
actions by Continental forced her to return from the training
center to service as a flight attendant. The district court
granted sunmmary judgnment because plaintiffs’ clainms fell within
none of the exceptions to the System Board of Adjustnent’s
exclusive jurisdiction over disputes wunder RLA collective
bar gai ni ng agreenents. Pursuant to our de novo reviewof the record
and our review of the briefs, summary judgnent was proper, for
essentially the reasons stated by the district court. See Estelle
v. Continental Airlines, Inc., No. H 96-4346, nenorandum and order
(July 16, 1998).
