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PER CURIAM:*

Plaintiff-appellant Benjamin Franklin (“Franklin”) appeals the
district court’s judgment following a bench trial that Franklin is
not entitled to recover damages from alleged injuries suffered in
an automobile accident.  The district court found that Franklin was
not credible and that his alleged injuries were preexisting and
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were not aggravated by the traffic accident.
  We have reviewed the briefs, the record excerpts and relevant
portions of the record and find no error in the decision of the
district court.  Accordingly, we AFFIRM the Findings and
Conclusions entered by the district court on December 23, 1997.
AFFIRMED.
