| mm gration Appeals finding himdeportable, denying his
application for asylum and suspension of deportation, and denying
his notion to remand. d adi pupo al so argues that he was deni ed
due process by his lack of representation.

After reviewing the record and the briefs of the parties, we
find that substantial evidence supports the Board’' s decision that

d adi pupo is deportable and not eligible for asylum Chun v.

"Pursuant to 5th Cr. R 47.5, the court has determ ned that
this opi nion should not be published and is not precedent except
under the limted circunstances set forth in 5th Gr.

3009, is
applicable to all aliens in proceedings on April 1, 1997, for
whom a final order of deportation was entered nore than thirty
days after Septenber 30, 1996. I|IRIRA 8 309(c)(4)(E); Eyoumv.
INS, 125 F.3d 889, 891 (5th Cir. 1997). Under IIRRA this court
| acks subject matter jurisdiction to review clains for
discretionary relief, such as suspension of deportation. Eyoum

125 F.3d at 891; Pilch v. INS, 129 F.3d 969, 970 (7th Cr. 1997).

Because the BIA' s final order of deportation was entered on Apri
30, 1998, we |ack subject matter jurisdiction to review
d adi pupo’ s appeal regardi ng suspensi on of deportation.
