Paul a Lummus Fort appeals from her conviction of conspiracy
to obtain funds by fraud. Fort was involved in the crimnal
activities orchestrated by forner Kennedal e, Texas, Police Chief

David CGeeslin. See United States v. Ceeslin, 447 F.3d 408 (5th

Cr. 2006).
Fort argues, contrary to our holding in Ceeslin, that

Fort argues for the first tinme on appeal that Cooper was not
a victimof her crimnal conduct and that she was as much a
victimof Ceeslin’s conduct as Cooper was. Fort’s contentions
inplicate factual determ nations that could have been nmade by the
district court upon proper objection; Fort has not denonstrated

plain error. See United States v. lLopez, 923 F.2d 47, 50 (5th

Gir. 1991).
