4-Mali L.L.C. (“4-Mali”) appeals the district court’s judgnent
dismssing its conplaint claimng flood insurance coverage. The
district court held that 4-Mali’s clains were not covered by a
Standard Fl ood I nsurance Policy (“SFIP’), and that, in any event,
4- Mal i had failed to <conmply wth the SFIP s procedural
requi renents. W hold that the district court did not err in
finding that 4-Mali’s failure to provide a proof of |oss statenent

within sixty days of the fl ood precludes coverage. See Gow and v.
