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Rogue Aranda, Texas prisoner # 805045, appeals the district
court’s dismssal of his civil rights lawsuit pursuant to
42 U.S.C. 8§ 1983. The district court dism ssed the suit because
Aranda failed to conply with a sanction order issued by another
district court wwthin the sane district which required Aranda to
pay a nonetary sanction and to obtain judicial approval prior to
submtting any filings to the clerk of the court for the Southern

District of Texas.

Pursuant to 5THCGR R 47.5, the court has determ ned
that this opinion should not be published and is not precedent
except under the limted circunstances set forth in 5TH QR
R 47.5. 4.
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The district court did not abuse its discretion in
dismssing the suit for failure to conply with the sanction

order. Balawajder v. Scott, 160 F.3d 1066, 1068 (5th G r. 1998).

Aranda argues that he paid the nonetary sanction, but he failed
to conply with the requirenent to obtain judicial approval prior
to filing his suit. See id.

This appeal is without arguable nerit and is thus frivol ous.

See Howard v. King, 707 F.2d 215, 219-20 (5th Cr. 1983).

Because the appeal is frivolous, it is DISM SSED. See 5TH CR.
R 42.2.
Aranda is subject to the three-strikes bar of 28 U S. C

8§ 1915(g). See Aranda v. Sinpson, No. 01-20064, at 2 (5th G

June 13, 2001) (unpublished). While this appeal was pendi ng,
this court warned Aranda that the filing of frivol ous pleadings

woul d invite the inposition of sanctions. See Aranda v. Texas

Bd. of Pardons and Parole, No. 03-40202, at 2 (5th Cr. My 6

2003) (unpublished). To avoid sanctions for any matter that may
be pendi ng, Aranda should review all pending matters and nove to
voluntarily dismss any that are frivol ous.
