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Fredy Enetelio Mazariegos-Diaz, a native and citizen of
Guatemal a, petitions this court for review of the Board of
| mm gration Appeals’ (“BlIA’) decision affirmng the Immgration
Judge’s (“1J”) denial of Mazariegos-Di az’'s application for asylum
wi t hhol ding of renoval, and relief under the Convention Against
Torture (“CAT").

Mazariegos-Diaz has failed to challenge the 1J s adverse
credibility determnationin his petition for reviewand, thus, any

challenge to this determnation is waived. See Thuri v. Ashcroft,

380 F.3d 788, 793 (5th G r. 2004). Mazariegos-Di az has also failed
to challenge the 1J's denial of his application for asylum or
relief under the CAT. Therefore, these issues are also waived.
See id. Accordingly, Mazariegos-Diaz's petition for review is

DENI ED.
