Et han Erw n Roberts, federal prisoner # 01721-017, pleaded
guilty to conspiracy to manufacture nethanphetam ne and, on Apri
12, 2000, was sentenced to 112 nonths of inprisonnment. He
appeals the district court’s denial of his 28 U S.C. § 2241
petition challenging the Bureau of Prisons’ (BOP s) nethod of
calculating his good-tine credits under 18 U S.C. 8§ 3624(Db).

Roberts argues that the BOP has incorrectly interpreted

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time credits. In Sanple v. Mrrison, 406 F.3d 310, 312-13 (5th

Cir. 2005), this court rejected the precise argunents that
Roberts now advances. The Sanple court dism ssed the appeal for

| ack of subject-matter jurisdiction, however, concluding that the
petition was not ripe for review 1d. at 312. The court
concluded that the “tenporally distant and specul ative nature” of
the clains rendered the § 2241 petition premature. [d.

As Roberts concedes, his argunents are forecl osed by Sanpl e.
Because Roberts is seeking the sane sort of relief found
premature in Sanple, we dismss the instant appeal for |ack of
subject-matter jurisdiction.
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
